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That is to say, "Wherever in this land faith and vir-

tue are threatened , I will take birth to reestablish the

values of virtue, faith and righteousness.” The great

yogi and symbol of God, Sri Krishna had delivered this

message to Arjuna in the Mahatharata and this has been

proved time and again.

We in

the 21st century are lucky to have in our midst a vision-

ary of his spiritual stature and dedication to show us the

true path and to remove all evil from our lives.
